I have been asked to transmit to you following from Joint Commit­

tee begins It becomes necessary for the Order of St. John and The Bri­

tish Red Cross Society to appeal once more to the generosity of their 
friends and supporters at home and overseas for funds to carry on their 
work of mercy for the sick and wounded of H. Al. Forces The Joint 
Committee has decided again to make such an appeal on October 18th, 
and we earnestly beg your assistance in making it known to the people of 
the country to which you are accredited. Our Red Cross Work is now 
costing eight thousand pounds a day and increases rather than diminishes.
